Multi-Company allows you to report on, monitor, and analyze multiple companies or functional divisions within your organization — without the hassle and worry that typically accompany such tasks. Setting up multiple companies in one or more databases, running processes, closing books, and reporting results by company or in a consolidated company are just a few of the things you can do with Multi-Company.
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Flexible to Fit Your Business

Tailored to fit your business and change when it changes, you can configure Multi-Company to operate with several companies in a single database, multiple databases, or both.  Whether your business is centralized or decentralized and geographically disbursed, multi-company capabilities bring your businesses together while automating many time-consuming and error-prone tasks like consolidation and inter-company transactions.

Seamless Inter-Company Transaction Processing

After you set up accounts and subaccounts for multi-company processing, the system automatically creates the due-from/due-to entries as required, keeping your inter-company transactions in balance. For companies in separate databases and locations, you can easily transfer inter-company General Ledger transactions from one location to another, ensuring that both locations are reporting and working from the same information. Accounting entries are thus applied to the correct company, while ensuring balanced sets of books.

For companies in a single database, vendor and customer balances are also maintained by company in subsidiary ledgers. This allows you to look up customer balances by company or across all companies. You can also consolidate other multi-company processing, such as entering vouchers or releasing Accounts Payable batches for all companies, provided you are authorized to do so.

Centralized Cash Control

Centralized cash control allows your business to assemble many of your accounting and reporting responsibilities into a single location, or company, where you can apply payments, write checks, or take requisitions for subsidiary companies. A full audit trail is provided across all companies. This approach allows you to reduce duplicate efforts and training from location to location, and maintains the inter-company balances between the subsidiary and the central companies, for full reporting and tracking at the transaction level.

Multi-Company Reporting

With Multi-Company, you can start at a summary level consolidation company and consolidated account, and quickly make detailed inquiries on accounts and subaccounts by ledger and company, drilling down to the source document level if necessary. You can obtain customer and vendor information; generate General Ledger, Accounts Receivable, and Accounts Payable reports; and generate the appropriate tax reports by company or across companies. Getting to the information you require either by company or across companies is quick and easy, allowing you to present data in an unlimited number of ways.

	Identifying due-to/due-from accounts for inter-company transactions is very time consuming at month end.
	With Multi-Company, you identify the accounts and subaccounts to be used in creating inter-company transactions. You can define inter-company codes at the company, module, or screen level, giving you great flexibility in setting up inter-company accounts.

	Expenses can be allocated to other companies within and across databases. Allocations can be generated by ledger, by company, or by all companies.

	Your company wants to maintain financial control through centralized invoicing, vouchering, and cash. 
	You can enter invoices for multiple companies in the same batch. Depending on your organization’s use of Centralized Cash, you can also apply payments to multiple companies’ invoices and reverse applied invoices for another company. 

Invoices can also be vouchered for multiple companies in the same batch, and vouchers can be paid for any company by the central company. Checks can also be printed by company.

	Many of your companies have the same vendors and customers, and you’d prefer to set them up only once.
	Companies in the same database can share the same setup information for customers and vendors, as well as currency and exchange rate information.
